¶ Count, and record on your sheet, the 

maximum number of birds of each variety 

that you see at any time during that hour. 

For example, if the most Tuis you see at any 

one time during the hour is 3, that is the 

number you record.   

Do NOT record the total number of Tuis you 

see over the period of the hour as it is likely 

that you will be counting one bird more than 

once.
